For I  feel  axious about hear ing f rom
you that you and E11a are wel l  you
need not worry about me Lucy because
i t  wi I l  not  do any good. They hav6
just  cal led us t ,o get our guns and I
cannot wr i te any more.

CaIvin Adams Haynesr €nl isted in the
125th Regiment of  Infantry-New York
State,  which wa.s mustered at  Troy r
because he fel t  i t  was his dut.y to
f ight  for  h is country.  He was in
Company Er recrui ted f rom Sand .Lake r
Hoags Coro€FS r Nassau and Stephentown.
He f  ought in the "Army of  t ,he Patomac "
unt, i l  1863 when he was commissioned
2nd Lt .  in the 25th Uni ted States
Color Infantry.  He was then promoted
to a Ist  Lt , .  and served in the D'ept.
of  the Gulf .  Af ter  h is discharge in
Dec. r  1865, he went on to be a leading
Cus t ,  om House broke r  i  n New York Ci  t  y.
He was the son of  Dr.  John M. Haynes
and Theresa Adams Haynes and rrras
marr ied t ,o Hannah Lucy Al len of
Stephentourn.  Their  daughter EI la
marr ied Wi l l iam H. Atwater and he is
survived by 18 great-great
grandchi ldren in Stephentown and New
L e banon .
