Ittarry metal buttons were for:nd, and a few
bear the rnarks of a political campaigrn
ard \^tere actually used to button
clottring. There were buckles for lmee
breeches, shoes ard waist belts. Watch
fobs and war nedals, rings lost vhile
working, spoons, forks and barrel
spigots often turn up when searching.
Ttrere were also oxen bells and brass
prongs for ox horns. A few oins, upon
closer examination were for:nd to be
ounterfeit. BiII found that a
counterfeit ring had operated in the
valley a long time ago.
Ttre early settlers worked hard frcm davm
to dusk and we find threir implements and
tools near their honres. We also f ind
indications ttrat tkrey for:nd npments of
enjolrrent.
