ft $tas urder ttre liberal provisions of
the ltlest India Ccnpany cttarter ttrat
Kiliaen Van Rensselaer, a dealer in
pearls and diarnrnds in Ansterdam, €urd
one of the wealthy directors of the
Drtch filest Irdia Cqrpany, becarne a
patroon and acguired bV right of
settlernent a property right to ttre
o<tensive temitory lcrpvm as the manor
of Rensselaerwyck, lying qr ttre east and
west banks of the upper Hudson.
The &arter of liberties also provided
that, any one hfto should settle any
olony out of the limits of Manhattan
island would be obliged to satisfy the
Irdians for the land Lpon which he
should place colonists, ard ttrat a
patroon might octend or enlarge ttre
limits of his colonies if settled a
proportionate nmlcer of persons ttrereon.
Kiliaen Van Rensselaer, in order to
perfect a clairn to a large e*rtent of
Iard in lilehr Netherlard, rnade prchases
of the Irdians of several tracts of
lard, which in tine ernbraed a territory
24 niles long and 48 bnoad, ontaining
asi estimated npre than 7001000 acres of
land, over vfiich ttre present ounties of
Albany, Rensselaen ard a porticr of
Oolunbia nor,rr extend. Ttre persons r*ro
acted as agents of Kiliaen Van
Rensselaer vrere Sabastian Jansen IGol,
uilro rnade the purchase, April 8, 1630;
Gillis tlassett, ttre seond, July 27 ,
1530, ad Brandt van Slechtentrorst, the
third, Ivlarch 13, 1652.
The hglistr onfirrnatiqr of a patent to
Kiliaen Van Rensselaer given by Cov.
Ttsnas Dougan, dated ti&cvernben 4, 1585,
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descriJces the boundaries of the several
purchases rnade by the agents of Van
Rensselaer as follows: @inning at the
souttr erd of or part of Berrent islard
on hrdson t s river ard ocLending
rprttn'.rards rJp alorg both sides of the
said Ifudson I s riven rnto a place
heretofore called the Kahoos or the
great falls of the said river and
extendirg itself east ard west frcm eactt
side of the said river backt,rards into
ttre woods 21 hglish milesr as also a
ertain tract of land situate lying and
being cn the east side of Hudsstr s
riven, @inning at the creek bry lthjor
Abrahanr Staetls ard so along the said
riven souttrward to ttre south side of
Va:trix islard bry a creek called
l{aghankasi$, stretching fsn thence
