   Stephentown Historical Society volunteers have been 
generously donating their time this spring to conduct a 
comprehensive inventory of more than 40 of our town%s 70 
cemeteries. It%s a daunting task, but one that is long overdue.
   Although all surveys were not completed by press time, it is 
clear from those turned in so far that considerable work needs 
to be done to rehabilitate some of the neglected, overgrown 
plots.
   +We%re so fortunate that so many of our members have 
volunteered to conduct these surveys,, noted SHS President 
Patricia Flint. +We%re especially grateful for those property 
owners who have agreed to be responsible for maintaining the 
cemeteries located on their property.  Alice LeBlanc, owner of 
the Stephentown Center Baptist Church property on Calvin 
Cole Road, for example, worked along with Bill Zimmerman and 
Bev McClave on May 17th to clear trees and small brush on the 
site.  We are hopeful that others will come forward to -adopt% a 
cemetery and to help restore their dignity,, she concluded.
